This is one of only six remaining sets of quartets compiled with Antonio
Stradivari’'s (1644-1737) instruments known to exist today. All the instruments of
this quartet were once owned by the legendary violinist Niccold Paganini (1782-
1840) during the 19th century. Nippon Music Foundation acquired this quartet
from the Corcoran Gallery of Arts in Washington, D.C. in 1994 and loans them as
a set succeeding the will of Madam Anna E. Clark who donated the quartet to the
Corcoran Gallery.

Formed in 2010, the Goldmund Quartet is now counted amongst one of the most
exciting young string quartets. Educated by Gunther Pichler of the Alban Berg
Quartet at the Escuela Superior de Musica Reina Sofia and the Artemis Quartet in
Berlin, the Quartet has received important artistic impulses in masterclasses
including the Hagen, Borodin and Ysaye quartets. The Quartet has been awarded
several prizes including the Bavarian Young Artist Award and the Karl-Klinger-
Prize at the 2016 ARD International Music Competition Munich, the second prize
at the International Wigmore Hall String Competition and the first prize at the
Melbourne International Chamber Music Competition, both in 2018. They have
also been named Rising Stars 2019/20 by the European Concert Hall Organization.
Recitals have taken them to prestigious chamber music venues and series across
the world to Europe, Asia and North America. Following their successful debuts at
Europe’s most prestigious concert halls such as Wiener Konzerthaus and
Amsterdam Concertgebouw, the 2020/21 season schedule includes recitals at
Philharmonie Luxembourg or Casa da Musica Porto. Other highlights this season
include appearances at Edinburgh International Festival, Beethovenfest Bonn and
the Schleswig-Holstein Music Festival. In 2020, Berlin Classics released the
Quartet’s third recording “Travel Diaries” featuring works by notable contemporary
composers, to critical acclaim.
