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About Nippon Music Foundation
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Nippon Music Foundation was established in March 1974 with the objective to
enhance music culture in Japan. The "Instrument Loan Project" started in 1994,
through which the Foundation has been striving to make international contributions
towards the field of classical music by loaning top-quality string instruments.

The Foundation now owns 21 string instruments (15 Stradivarius violins, 1 viola,
3 cellos and 2 Guarneri del Gesu violins), and as the custodian of these world
cultural assets, maintains them for future generations and loans them gratis to
young promising musicians and internationally-active musicians regardless of their
nationalities. The Foundation organizes numerous concerts worldwide to provide
opportunities for many people to fully enjoy the timbre of these superb instruments.
One of the Foundation’s symbolic concert series “Encounter with Stradivari”

features more than 10 Stradivarius instruments and their players.

Recipients of the Foundation's instruments are determined based on the
selection of the Instrument Loan Committee (Category A - max 7 years, and
Category B - mainly for activities within Japan, max 3 years). The Foundation also
provides loans for musicians who have a specific purpose of loan such as special
concerts, debut or anniversary concerts and recordings (Category C - max 1 year).
The Foundation has also been loaning the Stradivarius 1708 violin "Huggins" to
the Grand Prize winner of the Queen Elisabeth International Music Competition in
Belgium since 1997.

Preservation and Maintenance of Instruments

Nippon Music Foundation owns top-quality string instruments made by
Stradivarius and Guarneri del Gesu, and as the custodian of these world cultural
assets, is committed towards preserving them for future generations. The
Foundation carefully determines the repair work, maintenance and adjustment
needed for these approximately 300 years old instruments, and have the works
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conducted by the Foundation’s designated luthiers highly skilled in handling fine
instruments. These instruments are taken to the luthiers by the loan recipients for
cleaning and inspection every three months. The Foundation also insures the
instruments and provides recipients with an ATA Carnet for smooth passage
through customs when traveling with the instrument overseas.

Concerts

Nippon Music Foundation organizes numerous concerts worldwide to provide
opportunities for as many people as possible to enjoy the superb sound of these
string instruments, played by our loan recipients.

The Foundation organizes “Encounter with Stradivari” concerts worldwide featuring
more than 10 Stradivarius instruments and their players. These concerts offer a
unique opportunity to enjoy music played by world-renowned musicians on these
world cultural heritages. The Foundation also organizes lecture concerts for young
students, as well as charity concerts in aid of local non-profit organizations supporting
the community.

Stradivari’s (1644-1737) instruments known to exist today. All the
instruments of this quartet were once owned by the legendary violinist
Niccolo Paganini (1782-1840) during the 19th century. Nippon Music
Foundation acquired this quartet from the Corcoran Gallery of Arts in
Washington, D.C. in 1994 and loans them as a set succeeding the will of

Madam Anna E. Clark who donated the quartet to the Corcoran Gallery.

Just prior
to the Foundation’s acquisition, this violin was played throughout the

world by the renowned violinist, Frank Peter Zimmermann (1965-).

& Sons of London between 1964 and 1982, it was exhibited at the
CINOA Exhibit of Bath in 1973 as the most outstanding violin in the Hill
Collection. It is known not only for its excellent condition, but also its
sound quality. The legendary virtuoso violinist Isaac Stern (1920-2001),
who once played this violin, said that he felt the same power from it as

his del Gesu violins.

Virtuoso Mischa
Elman (1891-1967), who came to possess the violin in 1923, wrote of it in
a letter in 1926 considering it as "one of the best Stradivarius Instruments
for tone quality". The inscription on its label records its maker’s age of 91
years.

It is well-known for having taken part in the procession of
Ysaye’s state funeral, being carried on a pillow in front of the virtuoso’s
coffin. From 1965, it was owned by the world-renowned virtuoso violinist
Isaac Stern (1920-2001). Nippon Music Foundation purchased "Ysaye"
in 1998, and Stern continued to play it throughout his life.
