She has graduated
from the Tokyo College of Music High School as an Honorary
Scholarship student and is currently pursuing Bachelor of Music in
Violin Performance at the Manhattan School of Music as a Full
Scholarship student under the tutelage of Koichiro Harada and Lucie
Robert. She also studies at the Artist Diploma Program at the Tokyo
College of Music as an Honorary Scholarship student under the tutelage
of Koichiro Harada, Mayuko Kamio and Machie Oguri.

She started to capture top prizes in competitions in Japan at the age of
10 and at the age of 17, she won second prize at the International Violin
Competition of Indianapolis in 2018. Later that year, she won first prize
at the Young Concert Artists International Audition along with special
prizes which offered career management and recital debuts in New
York, Washington D.C. and Boston.
