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About the Chamber Program for “Encounter with Stradivari 2024”

We were very pleased to be able to make suggestions for the chamber program for the concerts of the tour on the occasion
of the 50th anniversary of the Nippon Music Foundation. The greatest challenge in designing the program was the
combination of a very large number of violins with two violas, two cellos and a piano.

The concert program is framed by two works by Felix Mendelssohn Bartholdy. The program begins with the first movement
from his last string quartet op. 80, full of drama in F minor, which was composed under the emotion of grief over the tragic and
early death of his beloved sister Fanny. The famous Octet at the end of the concert stands in strong contrast to this. This early
work is full of youthful energy and luminosity.

In between, you will hear a selection of wonderful chamber music works from very different styles:

The first movement from Zoltan Kodaly's Serenade for two violins and viola is inspired by folk music and brings all three
instruments into a completely equal conversation. This is followed by Idyll and Bizarrerie from Paul Juon's wonderful
Silhouttes. While the Second Viennese School with Schénberg, Berg and Webern was emerging in Vienna at the same time,
Juon was full of ideas in search of new timbres in the late Romantic tradition.

Moritz Moszkowski's Suite for two violins and piano was composed just four years after Juon's Silhouttes. You will hear the
energetic and lyrical Allegro energico movement from it.
Antonin Dvorak wrote to his publisher Simrock "I am writing little miniatures - just imagine - for two violins and viola, and |
enjoy the work as much as if | were writing a symphony (...)". We hope you enjoy listening to this piece as much as the
composer enjoyed writing the Capriccio and the Romance from Dvorak's Miniatures. Before the interval, you will hear Charles
Danclas' wonderful version for four violins of the Carnevale di Venezia.

The evening concludes after the interval with Mendelssohn's brilliant Octet.

Also active as a composer, his works include cadenzas for Concertos commissioned by Kyoko Takezawa, Julian Rachlin,
and Ko lwasaki.

Born in Tokyo, Akira Eguchi received a degree in Music Composition from Tokyo University of the Arts, where he
subsequently served as a faculty member. He received his Master's Degree in Piano Performance from The Juilliard School.
Recently, he was appointed as a Professor at Tokyo University of the Arts. He also is a guest professor of Senzoku Gakuen
College of Music in Japan. For the Kioi Hall concert, Eguchi performs on the 1887 New York Steinway “Rosewood” owned by
Takagi Klavier Inc.
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Junichi Hirokami (Program B Only)
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Born in Tokyo, Junichi Hirokami studied piano, composition and music under Atsutada Otaka. Then studied conducting and
graduated at Tokyo College of Music. Winner at the first Kondrashin International Conducting Competition in Amsterdam at the
age of 26 in 1984.

Since 1990, Junichi Hirokami has appeared as guest conductor with major orchestras throughout the world including the
Orchestre National de France, Berlin Radio Symphony Orchestra, Royal Concertgebouw Orchestra, Orchestre Symphonique
de Montreal, Israel Philharmonic Orchestra, London Symphony Orchestra, and Wiener Symphoniker. Apart from guest
appearance he had served as Chief Conductor of Sweden's Norrképing Symphony Orchestra, Chief Conductor of the Limburg
Symphony Orchestra, Principal Guest Conductor of the Royal Liverpool Philharmonic, Principal Conductor of Japan
Philharmonic Orchestra and Music Director of the Columbus Symphony Orchestra.

From 2008 to 2022 Hirokami has achieved a golden era in Kyoto as Chief Conductor as well as Music and Artistic Advisor
of the Kyoto Symphony Orchestra for 14 years. In 2015 he received 46th prestigious Suntory Music Award with Kyoto
Symphony Orchestra together. Currently he serves as Artistic Leader at Orchestra Ensemble Kanazawa, Friend of JPO /
Artistic Advisor at Japan Philharmonic Orchestra, Friendship Conductor at Sapporo Symphony Orchestra and Junichi
Hirokami at City of Kyoto Symphony Orchestra.

He serves as professor of conducting division at Tokyo College of Music.
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Jonathan Nott began his tenure as the 3rd Music Director of the Tokyo Symphony Orchestra in 2014 season. The Tokyo
Symphony Orchestra, together with music director Jonathan Nott, has been attracting attention as a leader in the Japanese
orchestra world. {Elektra in Concert Style(2023) won the 1st prize in the "Top 10 Concert 2023" following the 2nd prize of
{Salome in Concert Style(2022)) on Ongaku no Tomo magazine as well as the Best Recording of Music Pen club Japan
Award for Opera & Orchestra category and Tokyo Symphony Chorus, Orchestra’s amateur chorus also won the prize for
Chamber & Chorus category.

Highlights of past seasons with Mo. Nott include Symphony 9 by Beethoven filmed by 45 cameras, the largest record of the
orchestra history live-streamed nationwide, Gurre-Lieder by Schoenberg celebrating 15th Anniversary of Muza Kawasaki
Symphony Hall, TSO’s home and Mozart’s Da Ponte Operas in concert style. In March 2020, the live-streamed concert
without audience on nico-nico Live Channel which attracted more than 200,000 viewers nationwide, has been a mega-hit in
Japan.

Outside of Japan, the orchestra has performed 78 concerts in 58 cities since 1976. The Tokyo Symphony Orchestra was
founded in 1946 and has a reputation for giving first performances of a number of contemporary music and opera, and has
been regularly performing various operas and ballets at the New National Opera Theatre, Tokyo since its opening in 1997.
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Stradivarius 1690 Viola “Medici” (used for the Program A concerts on 1 & 3 September)
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There are only ten complete Stradivari violas in existence which makes this concert featuring both the ‘Paganini-Mendelssohn’ and the
‘Tuscan-Medici’ an exceptionally special event.

Marquis Bartolomeo Ariberti, a Cremonese citizen and devoted admirer of Stradivari, presented two violins and a cello to Grand Prince
Ferdinando de’ Medici. Because Ferdinando and his musicians were so pleased with them, he commissioned Stradivari to make two violas,
to complete a quintet. One of the violas was a tenor, the other a contralto. This concert’s viola is the contralto, the 1690 Tuscan-Medici. The
original tailpieces and fingerboards of the instruments were ornamented with the Medici crest and coat of arms.

The instrument has a two-piece back of maple cut on the quarter characterized by narrow curls, which run slightly downward from the
center joint towards the flanks. The spruce of the top is finely grained at the center, broadening toward the edges. The varnish is of a light
brown-orange color. This instrument bears its original label dated 1690.

At the end of the 18th century the viola was brought to England where it formed part of several important collections including that of
Avery Tyrell and W. E. Hill & Sons. In the 1920s it came to America through the Wurlitzer company. Since 1977 the ‘Tuscan-Medici’ has been
on display at the Library of Congress in Washington, DC. The viola is graciously loaned to the Nippon Music Foundation for its 50-year
anniversary concerts.
